Four Pillars of Democracy (Principles)
1. Justice – fair treatment for all
2. Equity- everyone has the same opportunities in life
3. Freedoms- we have the right to think and speak as we wish
4. Representation- elected representatives act on behalf of citizens
Democracy = society + similar values
Democratic Values + Democratic Principles

“demos”  the people
“cratos”  power or government
Therefore, “PEOPLE POWER/GOVERNMENT”
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Three levels of government
1. Federal (Canada)
· Responsible for matters that concern the whole country.
· Located in Ottawa

2. Provincial (Alberta)
· Located in capital of province (Edmonton, AB)
· Elected by people of the province

3. Local/Municipal (Edmonton)
· Elected in cities, towns, villages, reserves and settlements, and other local areas across Canada
