FHocm: tissue that moves sap up/clown atree; makes up the inner bark or !ager next to
outer }Dark; transports nutrients made in the tree’s leaves down to the roots. The tree

will die if this ]ager is damagec{.

(Cambium: thin ye”owish ]agcricound between the sanood and inner bark which produces

new xylem cells (wood) every year, a”owing tree growth.

SaEwood: thin laycr of active xglcm or wood that surrounds heartwood. This is where
water and dissolved material are transported through cells called the xylem,

From thc roots to thc leaves.
