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Casual Observation vs. Prepared Observation
Prepared Observation: will have more details and be more accurate because the person will know that they will be asked to respond.  
Mnemonic Devices:
· Saying items out loud
· Observing each picture one by one 
· Closed eyes and visualized what I saw
· Repeat list
· Pictured the order of items (memorizing position)
· Counting
· Group by color
· Grouping by function
· Acronyms (using the first letter of each object to create a word or phrase)
· Group by shape
Training the power of observation includes methods (mnemonic devices) of organizing memory.
