Electricity and Magnetism
[bookmark: _GoBack]Galvanometers are used to detect and measure electric currents; the needle can be placed on a dial that indicated the strength of the current.  Converting magnetism into electricity is called magnetic induction (discovered by Michael Faraday, early 1800s).  All generators that produce electricity in vehicles and power plants work on this principle.
