- bylaw is passed if majority rules - law/act is passed once the lieutenant

governor gives royal assent to the bill

- laws are called BYLAWS

- laws may generally take longer to pass
because there are more representatives

- Consider bill/motion’
three times

- Councilors, MLAs,
Cabinet Ministers

introduce motion/bills
to Council/Assembly

- laws are called BILLS or ACTS

- representatives get
final vote on proposal

- citizens can speak up during
eetings

- voting for representatives

- attend meetings/forums
