	· Most Haudenosaunee live in NE USA and SE Canada
· Some still follow the ways of the peacemaker
· Before the peacemaker, the confederacy people had a war
· Longhouses centre of Iroquois society.
· Iroquois divided into nine clans (led by a clan mother)
· In each village, there could be 50 longhouses in a huge village.
· People living longhouse were descendants of the same clan mothers
· Clans identified by animals: wolf, bear, turtle, snipe, eel, heron, hawk, beaver, and deer

	Page 79: Iroquois Women and Clan Mothers
	· When a woman got married, her husband would come to live in her family longhouse
· Women raised corn, beans, and squash. A.K.A.  the “3 sisters”
· Clan mothers are the leaders of the clan. The title is passed on to female relatives such as their daughters or their sisters.
· Clan mothers had the responsibility of selecting chiefs for their clan	
· Women are responsible to plant and tend gardens, bear and raise the children and own the property of the home.
· A Clan mother is a woman who is in charge and the leaders of the clan.

	Page 80: Chiefs and Iroquois Men
	· Clan mothers chose chiefs 
· when Clan mothers chooses a chief, she looks for these specific characteristics: honesty and kind-heartedness, ability to think clearly, knowledge of traditional ceremonies, loyalty to family, ability to uphold the Great Law, ability to represent the people fairly, and ability to withstand criticism

Roles of Iroquois Men

· served as chiefs on the Grand Council 
· cut trees to produce longhouses and canoes
· provided meat to the village by hunting and fishing
· sports was a part of a lot of seasonal festivals that includes Lacrosse, etc. 
· Lacrosse prepared men for other tasks in life
· Lacrosse also built leadership as well as endurance, strength, and speed for hunting and warfare 
· Games could last for days
· Men fought in wars even when women sometimes decided whether or not when war was declared 
· After, Confederacy was made, fighting in the Iroquois stopped, even though other nations that were not part of in the Great Peace continued to warfare
